PERSONNEL MANAGEMENT

MANAGEMENT OF EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES

Sometime, AES uses equipment and instruments to complete a project.  Equipment and instruments are purchased and/or rented according to their analytical capability, durability and cost.  It is the responsibility of the analyst to periodically inspect and maintain these instruments.  If a problem is detected which is beyond the control of the analyst a service professional, it is the responsibility of the analyst to keep balances clean at all times as well as frequently calibrating each balance with in-house calibration weights.  The analyst is also responsible for calibrating each instrument before use as well as keeping records of preventive maintenance, and calibration and inspection.

SUPPLIES

AES purchases reagents, which meets specifications outlined by the America Chemical Society or are traceable by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).  Glassware used for sample collecting is chosen in accordance with EPA protocol.  AES uses deionized/distilled water that meets EPA type specifications for most laboratory procedures, certified iso-propyl alcohol for sampling sterilization and certified grade acids for extraction.  In addition, AES uses primary working calibration and quality control standards to insure accuracy and precision in our reported data.

SAMPLING

When AES perform the sample collection, a trained representative is sent to the site with properly cleaned sample bottles containing appropriate preservatives.  Sampling procedure is carried out following EPA protocol. 

ANALYSIS

Each analysis is performed in accordance with methods established or approved by the EPA and other regulatory agencies.   AES uses standard reference materials from the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST).   However, most standard operation procedures are adapted form EPA SW-846.
